The university
recommends “ Gakkensai Futai Overseas Travel
Insurance” as it can be purchased at group discount
price based on the contract between KU and the
insurance company, and it has a wide insurance

coverage.

€ Students who go abroad for internship or volunteer are
required to buy “Liability Insurance coupled with PAS
(Gakkensai).”
